In 2017, a decision was made to develop and further enhance a separate Educational and Professional Program (EPP)
titled "Economic and Administrative Law and Process,” which was approved at the University Council meeting on April
2, 2018, Protocol No. 4. Discussions based on the responses received from students admitted in the 2018 year of
admission prompted amendments to the EPP, specifically changing the Course Unit (CU) "Contract Law" to "Contract
Drafting Techniques.” Furthermore, discussions on the draft of Higher Education Standard for the specialty "Law" at
the master's (second) level led to the update of the EPP titled "Economic and Administrative Law and Process". The
development strategy of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute for the years 2020-2025, labor market trends, EPPs of
other universities, responses from stakeholders were considered in the updated EPP of 2021. Further collaboration with
stakeholders (department partners, students, alumni) served as a basis for improving the EPP "Economic and
Administrative Law and Process" by replacing 2 Course Units ("Supremacy of Law and Legal Systems of Modernity"
with "Legal System of Ukraine in the Context of Globalization"; "Social Dimension of Sustainable Development™ with
"Management Tools for Sustainable Development™) and excluding one Course Unit ("Startup Project Management™).
The approval of the Master's Degree Standard in Law in July 2022 prompted a review of the EPP for compliance,
resulting in its update, clarification of purpose, and changes to specific Course Units: removal of the CU "Clinical (Legal)
Practice," inclusion of the CU "Legal Argumentation and Proof: Practicum."” Surveys of higher education students
enrolled in the EPP during the 2023-2024 academic year, reviews from department partners, recommendations from the
expert group and sectoral expert council, requirements and recommendations for the design of educational programs and
curricula, as approved by the order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute "On the organization and planning of the
educational process for the 2024-2025 academic year" (Appendix 3), resulted in the updating of the EPP for the 2024
intake year by removing the CU "Coursework on the Theme of the Educational Program,” specifying the list of positions
(professions) for graduate employment, changing the form of assessment for normative and elective CUs, and reviewing
the matrices of correspondence of Learning Outcomes to Educational Components of the EPP. For higher education
applicants of the 2025 admission, this educational and professional program was updated in terms of changing
educational components (separation of the component "Economic and Administrative Litigation”, renaming the
educational components "Modern Trends in Administrative Law and Process” to "Administrative Law of Ukraine:
Modern Law Enforcement Practices” and "Modern Trends in Economic Law and Process" to "Legal Regulation of High-
Tech Sectors of the Economy", removal of the educational component "Legal Support of IT Business"), which was the
result of discussing the educational program with higher education applicants of this educational program, graduates of
this educational program, partners of the department and taking into account the Development Strategy of Igor Sikorsky
Kyiv Polytechnic Institute for 2025-2030. Such changes also resulted in changes to the correspondence matrices of
program competencies to the components of the educational program and ensuring program learning outcomes by the
corresponding components of the educational program. Legislative changes became the basis for changing the number
of credits of individual educational components (to ensure the estimated educational load of a higher education applicant
during one academic year in the amount of 60 ECTS credits (there were 63)) and reducing the number of selective



educational components (from 23 credits to 19). The goal of the educational program was updated because of the
Development Strategy of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute for 2025-2030.

In order to take into account the achievements of the Faculty of Sociology and Law from participation in international
projects, in particular PANARAIMA, the results of surveys of higher education applicants, graduates, scientific and
pedagogical workers, and meetings with employers, as well as the analysis of the results of the EEC in 2026 and the
Methodological Recommendations, approved by Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine No. 1734
of 31.12.2025, the objectives of the educational program, subject area, main focus, features, professional competencies
(PC16,17,18,19) and program learning outcomes (PLO18,19) were clarified. as well as the corresponding matrices of
this EP, the form of final control for the educational component “Legal Argumentation and Evidence: Workshop” was
changed. Taking into account the indication among the weaknesses of the EP in the 2025 EP monitoring report on the
potential for the development of methodological and analytical and research factors, in particular the formation of skills
in working with empirical data and scientific legal components, the formation of PRN3 is also provided for OK — PO4,
POO.
