The program of discipline

1. Description of the discipline, its purpose, subject of study and learning outcomes

The subject of the discipline are the elements and features of the composition of criminal offenses under the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, the principles and rules of qualification of criminal offenses, the criteria for distinguishing similar criminal offenses.

The purpose of the discipline is to form students' individual components of ability:

- appreciate and respect diversity and multiculturalism (LC 14);

- apply knowledge of the tasks, principles and doctrines of national law, in particular, criminal law (FC 7);

- determine the appropriate and acceptable for legal analysis facts (FC 11);

- analyze legal issues, form and justify legal positions (FC 12);

- advise on legal issues, in particular, possible ways to protect the rights and interests of clients (FC 14);

- independently prepare draft acts of law enforcement (FC 15).

Together with other educational components, the discipline is also aimed at the formation of individual components of ability:

- to show knowledge and understanding of the basic modern legal doctrines, values ​​and principles of functioning of the national legal system (18);
- demonstrate the necessary knowledge and understanding of the nature and content of basic legal institutions and norms of fundamental branches of law (19);
- explain the nature and content of the main legal phenomena and processes (20);
- to apply the acquired knowledge in different legal situations, to single out legally significant facts and to form substantiated legal conclusions (21);
- provide advice on possible ways to protect the rights and interests of clients in different legal situations (23). 
As a result of studying the discipline students will be able to:

- quickly navigate the legal provisions of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine,

- to carry out a systematic analysis and correct interpretation of the articles of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, revealing the structure and content of the elements of a specific criminal offense;

- use the rules and algorithm of qualification of criminal offenses for the correct criminal-legal assessment of specific actions of a person;

- understand and correctly use judicial practice in the qualification of criminal offenses;

- independently identify the shortcomings of criminal law and the practice of its application, suggest ways to correct them.

2. Prerequisites and post-requisites of the discipline (place in the structural and logical scheme of education according to the relevant educational program)

The discipline is part of the normative three-semester course "Criminal Law" in the cycle of professional training.

The discipline is organically connected with the disciplines "Criminal law (general part) - 1", "Criminal law (general part) - 2", which are the basis for the study of a special part of criminal law and should be taught before him in time.

The discipline is in close connection with the disciplines of the criminal law cycle ("Criminal Procedure Law", "Criminology", "Criminology"), "Law", forming a system of knowledge that is the basis for the study of these disciplines.

Discipline as a component of the cycle of professional training is closely related to such disciplines of this cycle as "Civil Law", "Administrative Law", "Administrative Procedural Law", "Commercial Law" and others. The discipline is also related to the fundamental disciplines "Theory of State and Law", "Legal Analysis and Rationale", "Legal Engineering". These disciplines create a methodological basis for understanding criminal law and developing skills in the application of criminal law.

Policy and control

5. Course policy (educational component)

Discipline is one of the fundamental ones for a lawyer. Therefore, it is very important to attend lectures, which cover the systematized educational material in a volume sufficient for the student to master the discipline. It will be difficult for a student to properly prepare for and complete a seminar if he or she misses lectures. At the same time, it is not necessary to work off the missed lectures. Students who want to get excellent results should work actively during the semester in seminars.

The student's rating is largely formed by the results of his work in seminars. Each missed seminar (regardless of the reasons for absence) reduces the final rating of the student in the discipline. A student, due to skipping seminars, may receive a low rating, which will not allow such a student to take the exam. In this case, the topics of missed classes must be studied by the student, and he must be ready to perform the tasks provided for the relevant seminar. The control of knowledge (understanding) of the student of the passed subjects occurs during communication with the teacher according to the schedule of consultations available on a site of department. The student who completes the relevant tasks (answers the questions) will receive the appropriate points for the rating depending on the quality of the answers (task completion).

Students who missed seminars may avoid lowering the final rating by working on the relevant topics in a timely manner (during the semester) and completing the tasks provided for missed classes. It is not necessary to wait for the approach of the credit-examination session for the appropriate communication with the teacher. It should be done as soon as the student is ready to demonstrate their knowledge and skills on missed topics.

All of the above applies to the implementation of written tasks provided for in the work program of the discipline, as their implementation also affects the rating.

Topics and tasks for seminars are provided by the working program of the discipline and are available from the student's personal account in the system "Campus", on the website of the department or on the distance learning platform "Sikorsky" (Moodle).

The use of laptops and smartphones is allowed in lectures and seminars, but only for the purposes determined by the topic of the lesson and the relevant thematic task. It is not allowed to use these (and other similar) means for entertainment or communication during the lesson. A student can use written notes on the topic of the lesson in the seminar, but answering theoretical questions to read the material from the screen of a smartphone, laptop or textbook is not worth it, because it does not reflect the level of preparation of the student.

Forms of work

In lectures during the coverage of educational material, questions from students to the teacher are welcomed. The teacher can ask questions to individual students or the general audience. Such a dialogue activates the process of perception, study and assimilation of educational material by students.

In seminars, students practice the skills of criminal law assessment (qualification) of criminal offenses, the formation, justification and argumentation of their own legal position, constructive analysis of answer options offered in the theoretical issues.

It is expected that students will demonstrate the ability to logically and reasonably present their views on the topic of the lesson. During the practical classes, the teacher should organize discussions with students or between students, who in turn should listen carefully to each other, comment and supplement the answers provided.

Each student should be prepared to present a legal position or simply their reasoned opinion on any issue submitted to the seminar. The preparation of individual reports for presentation in class is carried out only at the request of the student after coordination of the relevant topics with the teacher and only within the topic of the class. The classes will use a case study, the "Socrates method".

6. Types of control and rating system for assessing learning outcomes

Current control: survey on the topic of the lesson, task performance, express control, modular control work.

Calendar control: conducted twice a semester as a monitoring of the current state of compliance with the requirements of the syllabus.
Semester control: exam.

Conditions of admission to the semester control: the student receives at least 50% of the maximum possible starting rating in the discipline, ie not less than 25 points, as well as positive marks for the performance of modular tests.

Evaluation and control measures
The student's rating in the discipline consists of points obtained for:

1) answers, problem solving and supplementing the answers of other students in the process of discussion in seminars;

2) modular control work (MCR);

3) test express control;

3) the answer to the exam.

The student will receive the highest rating if he actively participates in all seminars (practical) classes (timely compiles the relevant topics of missed classes during the semester), mostly provides complete and reasoned answers, presents them logically, expresses his own position on discussion issues, correctly solves problems with proper justification, correctly complements the answers of other students, critically evaluates such answers.

Missed classes, inaccuracies, incompleteness, errors in answers or problem solving, poor justification in solving problems, passivity in the class cause a decrease in student ratings.

It is expected that at the seminar each student will express his / her reasonable position on the issues of the lesson, will perform the tasks. At the same time, students will explain why they formed such a position, will express their opinion on the positions of other students. The teacher evaluates the student's work in each seminar.

Proper preparation of a student for a practical lesson takes an average of 1.5 to 2 hours.

Modular control work (MCR) is performed by students in the last seminar in each section of the curriculum. Each student performs MCR independently, which involves solving problems and test tasks designed to use the knowledge of the relevant sections of the special part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. During the MCR, students can use legal databases, Internet resources. MCR is performed in the Moodle environment (Sikorsky-distance) or in the audience.

A complete, clear, informative and at the same time concise, logically stated answer to all the questions posed in the task, demonstration by students of the ability to present and justify their position in solving the problem will determine the maximum number of points for MCR. Incompleteness, inaccuracy, errors and violations of the logic of presentation and justification in solving the problem causes a decrease in the number of points for MCR.

The student may appeal the teacher's assessment by submitting a complaint to the teacher no later than the next day after acquainting the student with the teacher's assessment. The relevant complaint will be considered according to the procedures established by the university.
