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The program of discipline

1. 1. Description of the discipline, its purpose, subject of study and learning outcomes
Ukraine's accession to the WTO increases the level of integration into the world trade system. Even the ancient Romans said: "Lex est tutissima cassis; sub clypeo legis nemo decipitur"(under the protection of law no one is deceived). And, therefore, mastery by students - future lawyers of the discipline "Customs Law", orientation in the state customs policy and organizational and legal principles of the activities of bodies that carry out state customs policy, will allow them in the process of professional activity to avoid situations that result in the prosecution of violations of customs rules when moving goods and vehicles of commercial purpose across the customs border of Ukraine.
Within the framework of the course of the discipline "Customs Law", students of higher education study the content of the norms of material law, which regulate customs relations in Ukraine; learn the basic concepts of customs law; study the main institutes of ) customs law (organization of customs, customs duties, customs value, customs classification of goods, customs regimes,movement across the customs border of goods and vehicles of commercial purpose, customs, etc.).Customs Service, Authorized Economic Operator, Cargo Customs Complex), the procedure for moving goods across the customs border of Ukraine, customs regimes and customs control.
The purpose of the discipline "Customs Law" is to deepen the competencies formed in the process of studying disciplines "Administrative Law", "Criminal Law", "International Public Law", "Civil Law".

-         compare Ukrainian customs legislation and international legislation in order to find priority approaches to regulating customs relations;
-         determine the necessary customs regime for placing goods moving across the customs border of Ukraine;
-         to form a set of documents necessary for the movement of goods across the customs border of Ukraine by various means of transport
-         draw up a questionnaire on the self-esteem of the enterprise required for AEO authorization.

Charles Dickens aptly said: "A person cannot really improve if he does not help others to improve."

The process of studying in the discipline "Customs Law" is carried out in the form of lectures and seminar (practical) classes. Students are also provided with separate questions (tasks) for self-study.

Task attendance and execution
The methodology of studying the discipline is based on the combination and observance of the sequence of mastery of lecture material and the independent study by students of the educational material of the program using both the main and additional educational and methodological material.
The scope of lecture material and the subjects of tasks for independent work offered to students for processing are determined by the planned number of hours provided for the relevant classroom and non-audit classes.
In itself, students attending lectures and seminar (practical) classes are not assessed as penalty points are not applied for absence in these classes. However, students are encouraged to attend classes because they are taught theoretical material and develop the skills they need to complete tasks that students must do on their own.
It is not necessary to "work out" missed lectures, but students need to independently work out the material on the topic of the lecture. The lectures characterize the forms of international customs cooperation, the procedure for the movement of goods and vehicles for commercial purposes; focuses on the signs that characterize the relevant customs regimes.
Topics and tasks for practical classes are provided by the working program of the discipline, available on the website of the Department of Economic and Administrative Law.
The material of the "missed" seminar (practical) class must be "handed over" in the next seminar lesson, since effective assimilation of another topic is possible only if the previous one is properly mastered ("bead to bead – gold necklace of knowledge").
It is necessary to submit the case within the specified deadline, the deadline for submission of work – within 5 days after the deadline.
Since the Internet, modern telecommunication technologies make it possible to use the base of the Vernadsky National Library of Ukraine, old printed books of the Sorbonne or the Library of Congress of the United States, at seminar (practical) classes students are allowed to use laptops, smartphones and other means of communication to work out the provisions of national regulations and compare them with the norms of legislation of other countries or provisions of international legal acts.
Forms of work
At the lectures, the teacher focuses on key issues in the field of customs (forms of international customs cooperation, the procedure for the movement of goods and commercial vehicles are characterized by the procedure for moving goods and vehicles for commercial purposes; attention is paid to the signs that characterize the relevant customs regimes). It is advisable for students to keep a synopsis, as this will significantly save time in the process of preparing for writing at the end of the semester of the test for lecture material (control work).
In classes andudio- and / or video - recording of lectures is prohibited.
The lecture may have a dialogue between the teacher and students, when the teacher asks the audience questions about the current material, may offer an prompt answer from the material of previous topics.
The purpose of the seminar is to deepen the knowledge that students receive at lectures, the skills to work with current regulations and special literature in solving situational problems (cases) individually or in small groups; formation of the ability to argue their own point of view with reference to the current regulations and defend their position.
The classes will use a heuristic conversation, presentation report, discussion, testing. You need to prepare for practical classes – you need to know the answers to the questions for discussion indicated for each topic, because at the beginning of the practical session the teacher can conduct an express survey within such questions.
At the seminar (practical) classes, students will practice the skills of forming a set of documents necessary for moving goods across the customs border, solving situational problems, cases.
Analysis of specificeducational situations(case study)– a method used to obtain skills, experience in identifying a particular problem and solving it; understanding theessence of the problem; analyzing and synthesizing the information received; evaluating possible options for the development of the situation; presenting reasonable conclusions; as well as experience in conducting a discussion, listening to other points of view, in the necessary cases, reach consensus.

The case must be fulfilled by the student in compliance with the following requirements: own vision of solving the problem in 2-3 pages (clearly stated, reasoned).
Case example: Form a package of documents required for customs control when transporting by sea.
Case: a vessel under the Italian flag of 50,000 tons of tangerines came to the port of Chornomorsk (in accordance with the agreement between the Italian company Fiorella and the Ukrainian company Platinum).

Independent work of the student should contribute to the development of skills in the development of regulations, special literature and other materials necessary for the assimilation of the discipline "Customs Law", as well as the reproduction of the information received. In the process of independent work, students must draw up some documents (make an application and a questionnaire of the company's self-esteem, a contract for temporary storage of goods, etc.).
If it is found that the student has written off (confirmed by a significant similarity of two or more works), the protection of students' works may be provided. The student needs to explain the perniciousness of such a practice (it can seriously harm him in the future), even if he perceives the teacher in this situation as an "enemy". But Lucia Annej Seneka's thesis that "an adversary exposing your mistakes is much more useful than a friend hiding them" should become the dominant in the dialogue between the teacher and the student.
Modular control work is carried out by full-time students at the stage of completion of the study of the block of relevant topics «(test tasks). ».
Practical training for part-time students involves discussing the issues submitted for such a practical training, as well as the formation of a set of documents for the movement of goods across the customs border by the appropriate mode of transport.
The purpose of writing home control work is to reveal at the appropriate scientific, practical and methodical level the concept, content, tasks of the discipline, as well as to determine the presence of students creative abilities and skills in the assimilation of educational material.
The study of the discipline involves the mandatory implementation by students of correspondence form of study of written home control work.
Each student of the corresponding group performs home control work according to the individual version according to the sequence number of this student on the list in the study journals of the academy group. Variations cannot be modified. Works that do not comply with these options are not subject to peer review. The maximum score of work is 20 points. Home control work contains two theoretical questions and two tasks (cases) performed by the student independently.
When writing a test, students must demonstrate the ability to independently analyze specific situations, reasonably answer questions using appropriate regulations.
The answers to the questions posed in the task should be complete, justified, with reference to specific articles, points of current regulations in the field of customs affairs.

9. 6. Types of control and rating system for assessing learning outcomes
 

Current control: express survey, survey on the topic of the lesson, modular test, test, etc.
Calendar control: conducted twice a semester as a monitoring of the current state of compliance with the requirements of the syllabus.

Assessments and control measures
The student's rating in the discipline consists of points received for:
1) Reports, answers, problem solving and addition of other students' responses during the discussion at seminar sessions;
2) preparation of documents on cases;
3) MKR.
The student's work in seminar classes (presentations, reports, cases, situational tasks) determines 70% of hisrating in the discipline.
The student will receive the highest rating if he actively participates in seminars, mainly provides full and reasoned answers, logically teaches them, expresses his/her own position on discussion issues, draws up documents (their parts) in compliance with the requirements of the relevant standards and procedural legislation, the position teaches clearly and logically, justifies it properly, formulates the requirements in the document correctly.
Missed classes, inaccuracies, incompleteness, errors in responses or compiled documents, violation of the established requirements and logic of the presentation of the text and details of the document cause a decrease in the student's rating.
It is expected that in the practical class each student will make documents independently. Students are expected to explain why they formed the text of the document in this way, express their opinion on the documents of other students.
Proper preparation of the student for the practical training will take an average of 1-1.5 hours.
Detailed expectations from the work of students at each practical lesson planned for each lesson of the results of training can be found in the working program of the discipline.  
The teacher evaluates the student's work at each practical lesson, but the specific total number of points for work in practical classes is set by the teacher during the first and second stage of intermediate certification – at the eighth and sixteenth weeks of study, respectively. The student's rating as of the 8th week (according to the results of work at 6-8 practical classes) and the 16th week (according to the results of work at the next 6-8 practical classes), the training is reported to the student in the classroom or in the personal account of the electronic campus.
Detailed criteria for assessing the results of the student's studies are defined in the regulation on RSOs in the discipline, which is an appendix to the CP.
The student can appeal the teacher's assessment by filing a corresponding complaint to the teacher no later than the day after the student familiarizes himself with the assessment put by the teacher. The complaint will be considered according to the procedures established by the university.
